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If a colon cancer diagnosis is made after a biopsy, doctors will often order chest x-rays,
ultrasounds, or CT scans of the lungs, liver, and abdomens to see how far. A chest X-ray may
identify widening of the mediastinum suggestive of thymoma, but computed tomography or
magnetic resonance imaging (MRI) are more. Pulmonary nodules are round spots less than 3 cm
in diameter, or a little over 1 inch. Seen in the lungs on chest X-rays or CT scans, pulmonary
nodules appear.
